International Advisory Group

Terms of Reference

The International Advisory Group is established by the Board of Security Council Report.

Purpose

The purpose of the group is to:

1. provide structured feedback to SCR on the effectiveness and relevance of SCR products and recommendations for improvement

2. Assist SCR to build relationships and linkages and facilitate high level access and contacts

3. Provide ad hoc advice, on an individual or collective basis, related to specific issues or situations within the expertise of the member or members concerned

4. To advocate on behalf of SCR, in support of its mission and vision, and draw attention of decision makers and potential future donors to its work and products

Membership

Bearing in mind the need for SCR to build relationships and linkages amongst stakeholders in Asia and Africa (especially in light of the geographical location of so many of the situations on the Security Council Agenda), the membership of the Group should include good representation of persons from those regions, while reflecting all regions.

Members of the Group should serve for an initial term of two to three years.

Non Executive Role
The Group is Advisory and has no executive or fiduciary role. Accordingly, the demands on members will be low.

In particular it is not envisaged that the Group will be expected to play a regular or structured role in previewing publications. However, from time to time, members will be consulted, on an individual ad hoc basis, regarding issues or situations on which they have particular expertise.
Meetings
The group meets annually in New York for the purpose of participating in a feedback session regarding the effectiveness and relevance of SCR products and to formulate recommendations for improvement.

Acknowledgement
Members will receive copies of all SCR publications and members’ valuable support will be acknowledged in publications, on the SCR Website and, as opportunities permit, in seminars, receptions or other events that may become part of the SCR framework of activities in the future.

Review of Group
The SCR Board will regularly review the operation of the Group with a view to determining how best to enhance the effectiveness of the role which it performs.
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
